Maths and English (if you haven't achieved a Grade C or above at GCSE level)

What is expected of me?

To enter the course, we require:
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A minimum of 5 GCSEs Grades C or above, to include either Maths/Maths Numeracy or
English/Welsh First Language

OR appropriate Level 2 Diploma qualification at Merit Grade with GCSEs to include either
Maths/Maths Numeracy or English/Welsh First Language at Grade C or above.

Full commitment to attendance is required, and practical participation is essential in
completing this course.

Year 1: Level 3 Foundation Diploma in Uniformed Protective Services (Equivalent to 1.5 A Levels)

Year 2: Level 3 Extended Diploma in Uniformed Protective Services (Equivalent to 3 A Levels)

From there, progression routes include Higher Education courses in public and emergency
services at Coleg Gwent or university, or employment.
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
