Our course is designed for people with a career interest in hairdressing and is ideal if you have
little or no experience or skills in hairdressing. We will help you to develop your customer
service skills when dealing with clients and employability skills for all types of jobs.

Blow drying 
Basic cutting 
The art of dressing hair 
Hair up 
Colouring hair 
Creating a total look using colour.  

There is an expectation that you attend work placement during the academic year either
weekly or on block. This can either be organised by you or your tutors will support you to find a
suitable placement.

Real salon environments at the college

Demonstrations 
Group work 
Work placement 
Enrichment activities such as trip, visits, guest speakers and outside demonstrations.  

You’ll be assessed via practical assessments, assignments, projects and multiple-choice online
tests covering underpinning knowledge.

What is expected of me?

A minimum of 3 GCSEs grade G or above to include: Maths/Numeracy and English/Welsh 1st
Language or an appropriate Entry Level qualification. Applicants without the minimum GCSEs
will be considered based on previous experience or other qualifications. 

You will need to be self-motivated, hardworking, friendly and have a high level of personal
presentation. 

There will be an expectation that you attend work placement during the academic year. All
delivery takes place on campus and there will be one evening a week when you may be in
college until late. 

Attendance and punctuality for all sessions is a major requirement of this course.

What comes next?

NVQ Level 2 in Hairdressing or employment at a junior apprentice level.
