What is expected of me?

To enter this course, you’ll need the Level 2 Diploma in Beauty Therapy or equivalent/work
experience. 

You must be self-motivated, hardworking and have a friendly personality. All classes take place
on campus and there will be one evening a week where you may be required to attend college
until 7.30pm. 

Work related experience is a compulsory part of the course and includes work placements and
working on clients in the campus beauty clinics. Attendance and punctuality for all sessions is
a major requirement of this course.

What comes next?

You will be able to progress to the following courses on successful completion of Level 3
Beauty Therapy. Some courses will have additional entry requirements but these will be
discussed with you when you are ready to apply: 
 
Level 3 Diploma in Complementary and Spa Therapies or HND in Complementary Healthcare 
Level 4 Certificate in Aesthetics (Skin Peeling, Skin Needling, Dermaplaning and Micro-blading
for Eyebrows) 
Level 2 or 3 Diploma in Theatrical and Media Make Up 

Additional information

Code of dress: 
 
Uniform which must be worn for all practical sessions. This is a mandatory requirement 
Hair must be neatly tied back off the face 
No piercings 
No jewellery other than a wedding ring can be worn in the salon  

As a condition of your place on this course, you will be expected to purchase the appropriate
kit, from our approved supplier, costing approximately £198 subject to review/inflationary price
increase. 

To reflect industry expectations, you will be required to wear a Coleg Gwent salon uniform
which is to be ordered from our approved supplier. Details on how to order your uniform, with



supplier payment options, can be obtained from your Head of School, Lecturer or Technician.
The price for 2024/2025 is around £45, subject to inflationary price increase. 

Additional costs could occur during the year for educational visits. 

All costs are under review and subject to change.
