CAREER TIPS

Qualified clinical psychologists salaries start 
at £37,570 and heads of psychology services 
can earn up to £103k.

In 2020 there were 79,954 social worker 
jobs in the UK with an average salary of 
£39,800. 78.2 of these roles were filled by 
females.

In 2020 there were 32,058 psychologist roles 
in the UK with an average salary of £50,600. 
83.4% of psychologists are female.

In 2020 there were 716, 219 nursing jobs 
in the UK. 89.2% of these roles were filled 
by females and 10.8 by males. The average 
wage of a nurse is £37,800 a year.  

Youth worker service managers can earn 
in excess of £40,000 annually. There were 
72,519 Youth and Community worker jobs 
in the UK in 2020 with the majority of the 
profession (70%) being female. 

In 2020 there was 8,076 probation officer jobs 
across the UK, 321 of those positions were 
in Wales. The average salary of a probation 
officer is £37,700.

Speech and language therapists in the NHS 
generally start from £21,000 per year.

Clinical psychologists tend to work with one 
particular client group such as children or 
people with learning disabilities.

50% of all sociology graduates go into 
professional or managerial roles.
